	Current Risk Control Measures

	Local/Further Risk Control Measures

	· Workers near fire must wear long sleeves and trousers to prevent burns from flying ashes
	
	

	· Long hair must be tied back, loose clothing tucked in
	
	

	· Fire must be sited downwind of main work area, and must be kept as small as possible to do the job
	
	

	· Fires must be sited away from roads and buildings
	
	

	· Check material before it goes onto fire to exclude dangerous items, e.g. aerosols
	
	

	· Turn fires in and damp down where possible at the end of the working day
	
	

	· Place warning signs and/or barrier tape around hot embers left on site
	
	

	· Hand tools must be used as per CCA Hand Tools book
	
	

	· Vehicles must be parked at least 50 m from any fire
	
	

	· Flammables (gas, petrol, etc) must be sited at least 30 m from the fire
	
	

	· Prevent work in significant smoke, moving people out of the area as necessary
	
	

	· Fires must not be lit in strong winds
	
	

	· Fires must not be lit on peat soils in drought conditions, under trees or on any surface likely to catch alight
	
	

	· One person must be tending the fire at all times.
