	· When carrying out any work on grassland, everyone must have information on adder identification and instructions not to approach
	
	

	· All workers to have sturdy boots, long trousers and sleeves to avoid adder bites and ticks
	
	

	· Manual clearance of bracken – workers must wear dust masks to EN149 standard
	
	

	· Mowing and strimming can only be undertaken by a trained competent person. Mowing machines must be allowed to cool before re-fuelling
	
	

	· Engine must be stopped before any maintenance work is done
	
	

	· No one, excepting the operator, to be within 5 m of mowing machine when it is operating
	
	

	· Operator to wear ear defenders and safety boots
	
	

	· Hazard warning signs must be displayed at the entrance to the site
	
	

	· Operator must be trained and competent to use machine
	
	

	· Gloves must be worn when clearing  bracken to prevent ticks.  Safe working distance to be increased to allow for this
	
	

	· All workers must check for ticks on returning home, and inform their GP of any bites/ticks found.
