	· Engine must be stopped and spark lead disconnected before any maintenance or cleaning is done
	
	

	· Mower must not be run indoors to avoid fume build up
	
	

	· Mower must be maintained as per manufacturer’s instructions
	
	

	· Breaks must be taken after every tank of fuel to avoid fatigue and hand-arm vibration problems
	
	

	· Mowers must not be used within 10 m of naked flames
	
	

	· Machine must be allowed to cool before re-fuelling
	
	

	· Ground must be cleared of debris and checked for dog fouling before work commences.  Dog fouling must be removed before commencing work
	
	

	· Mower operators must receive training, instruction and supervision from a competent operator
	
	

	· All operators of mowers, and workers within 5 metres must wear ear defenders
	
	

	· Protective gloves must be worn when re-fuelling a mower
	
	

	· Operators and workers close by must wear trousers, long sleeves and protective gloves to prevent debris injuries.
